IMPORTANT:
After making all wiring connections:
! Turn power to unit “ON”.  (On Master (PTDO) 

unit only, red LED should illuminate once every 
15 sec.).
! Open door to hold-open position.  Manually pull 

door out of hold-open and release...door should 
close.  If arm does not release from hold-open, 
increase the releasing force by turning the 
screw accessible thru the end cap of the track 
using the 9/64” hex wrench provided.
! Again, open door to the hold-open position.  

Depress “Test Switch” button on the hook-up 
board (accessible through cover)...door should 
close.  If arm does not release, see previous 
step.
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
